Explanatory Notes


Effort is assessed systematically over a period of time within the context of a child’s individual capabilities.

We feel that it is important to focus explicitly on the effort your child is making: “everyone can do well at effort”.

Effort grades contribute significantly to the House competition.

End of term reports include subject teachers’ comments.

Form Teachers/ Tutors will have discussed these grades with your child, and will have passed on any comments or advice from subject teachers.

Effort is assessed as follows:





1* 	Exemplary





1  	Industrious


Work completed beyond teacher’s expectation; pride taken in the work and its presentation.





2	Respectable


Has worked conscientiously; work completed to a good standard (given ability); presentation as required.


(2- Respectable, but look out - almost a 3! Follow the advice given to avoid a 3.)


(2+ Well done - almost a 1. Focus on the target given to get a 1!)





3	Unsatisfactory


Some work incomplete; attention variable; not enough pride taken in presentation or content.





4 	Worrying


Work often incomplete due to lack of effort; little pride taken in presentation or content.
